	The situation with Npower has been resolved; a decision being taken that it owes the PC £551.51. The RFO was happy to settle at this figure as he believes the village still owes Npower a substantial amount but that their accountants appear to have been unable to calculate correctly. SB thanked SC very much for all his work on this matter.
Spending is largely on line with budget.

£3,500 has been transferred to the current acc to cover the cost of the payment run + vehicle activated speed sign (VASS) if this proceeds.

Following communications with James Tiffany it appears unlikely that they will be able to honour their commitment to the village to fund the VASS due to the current financial climate. They are very apologetic about this.
The Cllrs discussed whether to proceed with the purchase of the VASS and, taking into consideration the fact that £1000 has already been donated by the school, Herriots & Reliant Installations and the voiced request for such a sign made by residents now many more young families are using the footway along the A56. It was decided to proceed & place an order.

	A planning matter relating to Thornton Hall Farm has been brought to the PC’s attention by a neighbouring Town Council Clerk aware that it might affect Thornton residents.
The plans were looked at and discussed fully.

Many concerns were expressed relating to the access along the narrow shared drive with Summerfield households & the exit onto a 60mph stretch of Church Road, the dangers attached to the current road exit and concerns that NY Highways might know nothing of the proposal, the appearance of the building, the height of the building and the likelihood that a number of showers indicates an intention on the part of the applicant to increase the size & facilities of the caravan site.  A letter to Pendle planning will be written asking for said points to be addressed in their deliberations & for liaison to take place with NY Highways.
Application 69/2008/8898 - wind turbine, Shed Laithe. Following discussion No Comment was recorded.
