Affordable housing is a high priority – backed by funds raised from rates on 2nd homes.

£868million is the gross expenditure, 55% of this going on staff expenses.

NY value for money is high when compared with other authorities

The presumed council tax increase of 4.75% was deemed to be too high by the public citizens’ panel.

Cllr Wheeler also commented that a resident’s request for residents’ parking permits on Booth Bridge Lane would not benefit anyone in particular as they would not be house specific.
