	To welcome Ms Helen Shepherd, Rights of Way Officer for NYCC and hear her speak about footpaths in our area.

Mrs Shepherd outlined NY’s Paths Initiative scheme – a proposal for NY to work in tandem with any interested PCs to assess and maintain the public rights of way (ROW) in the parish so improving the overall network of ROW. N Y would benefit from the local knowledge of the parties participating, & work to improve drainage, create safer routes to school & improve routes for use by the elderly could all be looked into for development & improvement This PC expressed an interest in looking more closely at the situation and will place the matter on a future agenda for consideration.

The clapper bridge works were highlighted to Ms Shepherd. Matters are not as straight forward as expected: The bridge on Old Rd – it would appear that it cannot be (or is unlikely to be) repaired / replaced due to the great expense such works would incur. The railway bridge on the old line is unsafe / dangerous. The onus to repair may lie with the land owner but it is unlikely that he will be interested in making the necessary repairs. The alternative might be to create a route diversion for the path but this is complex and slow. The bridge on Marton Rd has been visited by Ms Shepherd and repair works will commence next year. The other bridge off the Marton Rd has not been visited yet for her assessment.

It was decided to place a hold on further grass mowing and request it if necessary.

Up to £50 could be spent on polyanthus for planting around the Lough Tree

The purchase of Morrisons Meadow & associated costs had clearly been a major contributor to the need to use the reserve fund, not all anticipated grant aid has yet been forthcoming.

SB PRPOSED “That a sub committee of the PC to be named Morrisons Meadow Committee be set up to administer Morrisons Meadow.”
Seconded PL, AIF. Members to be the full PC. A reapplication for a grant from the Craven Area Committee will be made by the sub committee.
