	To receive an update on the costings relating to the installation of electricity into the cricket pavilion and to resolve how to proceed.

To determine a date in October to meet with the Social Committee and Cricket Club representatives to discuss the project.
	Estimates have been received from YEDL.
For the output thought to be needed a new transformer will be required, this with the laying of an underground cable to the village field entrance + the laying of the cable on the field reaching a meter at the pavilion, in a trench dug by others, will cost in the region of £12,000.

The consensus was electricity would be of benefit to the village and its activities on the field and that discussions should take place between those bodies possibly able to make a financial in-put – the PC, the Social Committee and the Cricket Club.

A meeting date was arranged – November 16th 2005 at 7.30 in the village hall.

	It was not felt that this could be progressed further at this stage as there appeared to Cllrs to be little of significant value (as it is required for there to be to create a SSSI) to preserve.

Consideration would then be given to releasing the £2000 budgeted for the works by NY for the work to be undertaken by a contractor selected by the PC & its sub-committee. 3 prices for the works are to be sought.
