AGENDA ITEM 1
The re-location of the letter box in the grassed area near to the top of Old Road. 

Present:  Cllrs Lord (Chair), Briggs and Hall.
Also Present: The Clerk, Mr D Roast (Royal Mail Keighley) and several residents.
The situation relating to the need for the letter box to be removed was clearly explained to all those present by Mr Roast, Royal Mail having a duty to respond once health and safety issues have been identified (by NYCC and the Parish Council).

The previously agreed site was unacceptable to a resident, the presence of electricity cables had also been identified.

A possible alternative site on Old Rd., approx 8m from the junction with the A56, was looked at and ultimately agreed by all Cllrs present, village residents were also in agreement.

The matter must now go through planning at CDC, it having been agreed as a suitable location by NY Highways.

For the intervening period the letter box will be removed. It was explained that Royal Mail would not be in breach of its charter if a box were not to be replaced within the village should planning not be granted for the new location, as there are fewer than 200 house letter boxes in the village. Every endeavour would however be made to find an alternative location before that scenario came into being.
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
