	To determine how to schedule and progress the works to Morrisons Meadow.
	Agenda items 9 & 10 were largely combined and were minuted as such.
Following the receipt of the grant from NYCC accurate prices have been obtained for the necessary works, rather than the estimates received for grant application purposes.

Lower prices have been obtained from Craven Forestry Services and KD Landscapes for the hedge work and the supply of gates and the installation of ramped access.

Following discussion it was AGREED that KD Landscapes be asked to proceed with the supply and installation of 1 x 12ft gate and 1 x 3ft gate plus wall heads near the field corner adjacent to the Almshouses, also a ramped access, for the quoted price of £980. Works to be completed by 31.3.05

It was AGREED that Craven Forestry Services be asked to proceed with the supply and planting of 120 yds of hedging (720 plants) along the new boundary fence, plus hedge tubes for the quoted price of £902 + V.A.T.  Works to be completed by 18.03.05.

Prices to be sought for the bedding in of top stones & any necessary walling remedial works from M Bell, J Swales & KD Landscapes. Work to be completed by 31.3.05.

M Bell is to be requested to proceed with the fitting of a lockable safety bar for the septic tank hatch.

A decision was taken to monitor how access to the field is made by the children once it is available for use. If it is seen that the wall is being climbed over consideration will be given to installing a further access nearer to Windhill.
SB & PL volunteered their time to replace the short length of boundary fence close to the Almshouses and it was APPROVED by all that the PC will provide the materials necessary.
Copies of all Contractors’ insurance is to be requested prior to commencement of any works.

	To discuss the outcome of the village risk assessments undertaken 3/2/05 & to RESOLVE what action should be taken.

To discuss the timetabling of a working party to tidy areas highlighted.
To discuss the possibility of organising a planting rota with other village bodies of the area around the Lough Tree.
	The risk assessment of Morrisons Meadow highlighted the areas of concern dealt with in the discussions above.
Additionally, whilst it was being undertaken, it highlighted that lengths of the pavement on the A56 from the phone box to beyond the corner on Church Rd were slippery due to wet leaves & debris having been left there. Clerk to contact CDC for a street cleaner to attend to the whole village.

The Millennium Corner is particularly slippery, there are also some loose paving stones. PC to scrub the area clear of moss and M Bell to be contacted to reset paving stones & point in.

PC will also attend to the slippery steps outside the phone box and at the benches near to the stocks.

This will take place Feb 24th at 9.00a.m.

Loose wall stones along the village green (A56) will be re-mortared. Clerk to obtain price from M Bell.

It was RESOLVED to canvass those attending the Parish Meeting for names of anyone willing to be called upon to periodically form a working party.

ML informed the meeting that the WI will plant the area around the Lough Tree in the Spring. The PC will plant the area for Summer. ML will enquire whether the WI will accept this as a norm.

Other areas of maintenance discussed were the removal of the broken and overgrown planters near the Mill. Corner and the cutting back of the Cotoneaster on Church Rd. (24/2/05)

	To discuss the possibility of tree planting in the village in areas that have lost trees 
during the recent storms.
	It was agreed that this would benefit the village for the future. PE to contact CDC to enquire whether there will

 be trees available in November. It was felt that it was something that could be budgeted for in following years.

	To nominate a Representative of the PC to sit on the Village Hall Management Committee.
	It was felt that lines of communication with the Village Hall committee were good and that it was not therefore necessary to appoint a Representative this year. It was AGREED however that there would be a Representative present of the PC at the AGM.

	The materials from building site at the end of Queens Garth are currently blocking the footway and have spilled over onto the grass verge. Clerk requested to contact builders to have it rectified.
Road surface on the Skipton side of the 30mph “gateway” is very poor & drags vehicles to the centre of the road. Clerk to notify NHY Highways.

An application to discharge sewage into Thornton beck in times of wet weather has been noticed. Clerk to write to Environment Agency expressing concern.
