	Mrs Lord & Mr Briggs declared personal and prejudicial interests in item 10304.3, planning application No 69/2004/4075.
Mrs Lord & Mrs Graham-Roe declared personal and prejudicial interests in item 10304.5 – playing field.

	Planning – To discuss:
Application No 69/2004/4075. Proposed rear extension, Old School House Thornton in Craven.
Application No 69/2004/3994. To form stables, tack room & water treatment house – Stockbridge Laithe, Thornton in Craven.
	SB & ML left the room. The remaining Cllrs studied the plans, looked at the site from outside and though they were not opposed to the proposed works requested that the Clerk contact CDC Planning Dept with the following comments

· That CDC Planning Dept should make sure that all residents who are immediate and close neighbours to the property are made aware of the application. There does not seem to be the usual notice in place nearby.
· Parking on the main A56 outside the property would be extremely hazardous to residents and motorists alike and Councillors felt due consideration must be given to this.

· Access to the property should be looked at as a whole, as it is currently rather difficult and problems could ensue if there are multiple vehicles.
ML, SB, RH & PL studied the plans and requested that NO COMMENT be sent to CDC.

	To discuss and determine a schedule and agenda for the Annual Parish Meeting, discussions to include:
· Should there be a flyer circulated advertising the meeting and requesting the submission of questions, and if so to determine a date for same.

· Who should be invited to attend from NYCC, Police etc.

· Have matters raised last year been addressed.

· Discuss presentation of a finance report.


	The draft flyer presented to Cllrs by the clerk was thought to be in order. Copies will be made and circulated with The Round at the end of March. Copies will be posted to all out-lying households requesting at the same time that email addresses if available be supplied to the Clerk to enable easier circulation of news etc.
Questions will be required to be submitted to the Clerk by the evening of Sat. May 1st at the latest.

Representatives from the Police and NY Highways will be invited. Also C.Cllr I Greaves, District Cllr. R. Mason, the Head Teacher and Mr S Hardaker - Village Hall Management Committee Chairman. Upon receipt of questions other Representatives of village bodies will be informed of the questions and invited to address them.

The minutes of the last APM were looked at and some items highlighted for further research prior to the APM.

It was felt that another Village Tidy should be organised. June 13th was set as the date.

It is thought that a financial presentation similar in style to last year’s will be made.

	To discuss the matter of the playing field.
To determine what action, if any, is required to be undertaken in the light of the results of the questionnaire.

If it is decided to progress:

· To discuss whether to apply for planning permission prior to further investigations being initiated.

· To discuss the setting up of a fact-finding working party Committee of village residents, as a follow-on from a decision re planning, who would subsequently report back to the PC for any decisions.


	ML and MGR had left the room prior to discussions commencing. The Chair was taken by SB, Vice-Chairman.
It was commented that the questionnaire had been issued to a large sample and cross section of the village though it was acknowledged that not every property had been visited. The purpose had however been to achieve a significant sample of feeling, not to do a referendum.

There was considerable discussion but it was agreed by all that concerns expressed by residents of Church Road at the last meeting should be investigated and addressed. Also that a fully detailed costing exercise should be undertaken.

An opinion was expressed that the project would not be a costly one and that the children of the village should have somewhere they can legitimately go, therefore a suitable space should be provided for them.

Health & Safety issues including the suitable fencing of the area must also be fully addressed; it was felt that advice should be sought from The Playing Field Association. Initially the Clerk will request whether it would be possible for a Representative from CDC’s Sport Development Office to attend the site and the next PC meeting.

Cllrs felt that to purchase the field would also help to prevent future development of the land.

It is not the intention of the PC to change the current view of the field.

The eventuality of the application for planning for the field being declined by CDC was discussed. It was strongly felt that the field could instead be used as an attractive green seating area for residents

RH PROPOSED that The Parish Council proceeds with the purchase of the land prior to planning permission being applied for.

Seconded PL.  All in favour.

The name Morrison’s Meadow had been suggested to a Councillor by a village resident. This was considered by all and felt to be suitable.

SB PROPOSED That the area be named Morrison’s Meadow.

Seconded PL  All in favour.
