	To welcome Mr Ken Martin, NY Highways’ Improvement Manager and discuss matters relating to traffic in the village.
	Cllrs explained that the chief concern was that the speed of traffic appears to be increasing through the village on the A56 and in particular along the B6265.
Various courses of possible action were discussed in some detail, differing solutions being available for A and B class roads. A weight limit through the village would not be possible as HGV require a viable alternative that would be supported by the police. This option is not available.
Mr Martin will investigate the costs of automatic speed signs and will look at the whole scenario and advise whether any of the following options are appropriate and viable: widening of the footway, introducing speed tables (B6265), chicanes to permit parking spaces, puffin crossing (A56) and islands at the existing village gateways. The outcome will then be placed on the list for consideration in due course.

The situation on Cam Lane was discussed, residents are annoyed by parents driving to the school and turning in private driveways / garden areas. No solution could be identified but it was suggested that the school be requested to persist in its requests to parents to desist from driving on Cam Lane and it was stated that residents are at liberty to act as they wish by imposing deterrents on private drives. Residents’ parking would not be an option as it is not specific to houses and would need to be enforced.

It was noted that the village signs need cleaning and that the Barnoldswick sign is obscured in summer by trees which should be trimmed.

	The budget figures have been revised slightly to accommodate the invoice for walling that is for payment in this financial year rather than next as had been anticipated and the associated grants payable in this year. This allows for the precept to remain at £11,000 as previously discussed. The PC APPROVED the following resolution put forward by SB and seconded by MGR, all in favour:
This Parish Council resolves that the precept for 2006/7 will be set at £11,000.

There is a predicted income of £13,750 next year with a predicted expenditure of £13,700.
The Schedule of payments was APPROVED  for payment with the exclusion of £86 to YLCA which becomes due in April and which will then be £113

	At this point C Cllr Wheeler highlighted for information several points he had been working on.

There is to be considerable reorganisation of Community Education with greater emphasis being placed on the 16-19 year old age range and apparently less on lifelong education. This will place greater pressure on schools. Craven College is concerned about the situation as decision making will come more from County than locally. Further consultation will take place.
The winter gritting budget has increased for this year from £5million to £5.7million.

Social Services has received a Grade 2 Star Rating.

Countryside Management and also the Management of Litter are currently being looked at by the scrutiny committees. Schools should possibly be looked to more for re-education on these.
