	 To discuss the following matters relating to Booth Bridge Lane:
· The maintenance of the verge towards the top of the hill – removal and tidying of self-sown trees & shrubs.

· The situation relating to the Thursday Friends Corner as raised by residents.
	Residents have expressed concern to the PC that there is insufficient maintenance of the land at the top of Booth Bridge Lane. Many self-sown shrubs and trees are growing  in the verge causing the area to look unkempt and causing loss of light & view to nearby houses.
A request had been made for Cllrs to view the area between the previous and this meeting and to consider the removal of the most untidy shrubs & troublesome trees in its maintenance programme.

Cllrs were in agreement that it was an area that needed to be tidied as suggested.

Clerk to contact NY Highways requesting assistance in the matter of the removal and CDC re the permission required to do so. Ownership of the land also needs to be established, it was felt likely it belongs to NY.
