	The current liquidation style policy for BT payphones was explained to Cllrs. It was agreed that the decision to accept a cashless payment system was the only way of maintaining the 2 phones in the parish.
There are £25,000 remaining to the Area Committee for funding projects presented to the Sept, Nov and March meetings. It was thought by Cllrs that application for assistance with an electricity supply to the cricket pavilion could be considered.
Affordable housing schemes were discussed.

There is ca £2m less funding available this year for the Integrated Transport scheme, this due to the successful performance by NY in 2004.

The request for 20mph areas on Booth Bridge and Cam Lanes are not on the current list – based upon the number of accidents. On a percentile basis, current speeds are shown to be 27mph. It was suggested that the measurement cables be re-sited to the top side of Queens Garth and that one be placed close to Finstall to monitor speeds on Old Road.

The drain outside Rose Cottage is blocked, also the one after Cam Lane dir Skipton. – contact NY.

Water is escaping onto the road from the wall adjacent to the bottom of Manor Rise on the A56. Clerk to contact Highways.

It is assumed that the Calor Village of the Year competition is moving forward. Thornton Hill to be contacted comments having been received that the grass is rather long and for the sake of the competition entry that it be attended to.
