Minutes of a meeting held on January 16th 2003 at 7.30p.m. in the Village Hall.


10 Village Residents were present for the open forum to discuss their points and concerns relating to the planning matter on the agenda for discussion.

The meeting commenced at 8.00p.m.

1. Present: Mr. Briggs (Chair). Mesdames Parish and  Lord .

2. Apologies:  Mrs M Graham-Roe, Mr S Magee.

3. Declaration of Interests:  Mr Briggs declared a private interest in the planning matter, it being such he retained the right to vote.

4. Planning:   NYCC  Proposed  Change of Use of Agricultural Land to School Playing Field at Thornton in Craven Community Primary School, Thornton in Craven.
Councillors discussed the proposal and agreed fully with the concerns expressed by residents relating to the poor communication between NYCC and them. It was thought that NYCC should have informed those residents upon whom the proposed new field will impact the most.

It was felt however that a playing field is essential to the school if it is to continue to offer the full governmental curriculum requirements and remain successful and viable and that Councillors had no objections to the scheme.

It had been made clear to the Councillors by the Chair of School Governors during the open forum that in-depth tests would be run to ascertain that a suitable drainage scheme of the land in question could be successfully undertaken prior to any commitment being made to continue with the project.

A decision to send a letter to NYCC stating NO COMMENT was taken but to also record the Councillor’s dissatisfaction relating to the poor level of communication demonstrated and the difficulties this posed for the P.C.
