It was felt that the village now complies better with the requirements. Cllrs agreed that MGR should prepare a draft entry for discussion at the next meeting.
The Clerk requested that the file pack be circulated more swiftly as some documents within it require feed back to other bodies by given deadlines.

To determine when M Bell should be requested to install the H&S works to the septic tank.

To discuss the Yorventure grant application.
	Following a close look at the condition of the wall it became apparent that the most effective way to overcome the problems that encompass such a great extent of the stone work is to dismantle the wall and rebuild from the ground level with mortar. MGR offered surplus stone from her building project if the PC was short of good stone.
Several contractors have been shown the job and 4 have provided prices. Stone from the wall adjacent to the Alms Houses would be used if nec. & the wall replaced with post & rail fencing
NY Highways have been contacted as it is believed the wall is theirs and as such, their responsibility. Preliminary discussions indicate that they would be willing to share the costs of the wall rebuild with the PC. It was thought that if they are made aware that the PC has budgeted for £400 for the wall and has that money available but no more they might look favourably upon assisting us.
It was decided to seek another price before committing to this work.

PE offered to try to locate someone more au fait with the appropriate completion of such forms who would be able to offer guidance.
A working party is available to undertake work in North Yorks, funded by N Yorks. A Representative of the scheme will attend the next PC meeting to discuss the types of work undertaken
