Clerk’s Report
Mr Robert Hall has sent his letter of resignation from the PC. CDC has been contacted, following advice received, a statutory notice of the vacancy has been posted in the notice board. The Clerk to receive notice of any election called by 30/11/04, otherwise the PC will be required to co-op a Cllr.
Morrisons Meadow – situation as at 09/11/04. 
The completion of the purchase was made on Oct 25th and a post & 4 rail fence was installed upon the new boundary line. A length of wall had to be dismantled as direct access to the field was denied to the PC by the local land owner.
Planning for change of use has been applied for.

The PC has been promised a grant of £3000 from the Craven Area Committee. More details from SB at the meeting.
A site meeting with a Representative of NYCC Transport Dept took place in Sept when proposed alterations to bus stop areas and the lowering of associated kerbs and verges were discussed. Suggestions for the reduction of the size of the works were received and will be investigated. The Clerk will receive a revised plan in due course.
No further information available yet re installation of rumble kerbs for Church Rd.
2 computers have now been purchased for community use, one of which is to be located in the school within term time.
A successful tidy of the top of Boothbridge Lane took place as scheduled, seeing the removal of old carpets, bags of sand, large rocks and metal objects as well as a very substantial amount of undergrowth and dead wood. District Cllr Robert Mason must be thanked for the use of his tractor and trailer on the day – also a considerable amount of personal man-power! The majority of the comments received from local residents have been favourable.

I am not yet in receipt of a re-drafted lease for the village field despite having made several attempts to speak to the Solicitor in question.
