Minutes of the Annual Meeting of May 18th 2004, at 7.00pm in the Village Hall.

1 Election of Chairman and vice-chairman.

Nomination papers, having been handed to the Clerk prior to the meeting, indicated a clear majority vote for Mr S Briggs to be Chairman.

A clear majority vote was also shown for Mrs M Lord to be Chairman.

Both had indicated their acceptance of the nominations on the forms.

Mrs M Lord was thanked by all members of the Council for her time as Chairman during the preceding year.

2 To Accept and sign the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

These were signed by Mr Briggs and Mrs Lord.


Mr Briggs assumed the role of Chairman of the meeting
3 To declare any changes to the Declarations of Interests made by Councillors in 2003.


No changes were declared

4 To receive apologies for absence.

None received.

5 To read and accept the 2004 Risk Assessments.

These were read and accepted by the full  Council.
6 To discuss and APPROVE the following for inclusion in the Standing Orders:

Nomination papers for the positions of Chair and Vice-chair will be sent to all Councillors prior to the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council for completion by those parties interested. These to be returned, completed appropriately, to the Clerk at least 7 days prior to the date of the meeting.

Should only one nomination be received that person shall assume the position. Should more than one nomination be received a secret ballot will take place at the meeting. The person receiving the highest number of votes shall assume the position.

An Open Forum period of a maximum time of 15 minutes, or at the discretion of the Chairman, will usually take place during the course of an Ordinary Parish Council meeting. The ordinary meeting will adjourn for this period. Points of concern may be put to the Council and will be noted by Councillors, but discussion will not take place unless a decision has previously been taken by the Council on the matter in question. If the matter is not on the agenda for that meeting it will be placed onto the agenda of a subsequent meeting for discussion at that time.
The Thornton in Craven Parish Council’s Equal Opportunities Policy shall be ratified annually at the Parish Council’s Annual Meeting.

The items a) to c) as shown above were APPROVED for inclusion in the Standing Orders for Thornton in Craven Parish Council.

7. To ratify those changes to the Standing Orders and Financial Regulations approved during 2003/4 meetings (25.02.04) and all other Standing Orders.

All  changes were ratified and APPROVED by Councillors.
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
