The annual income had substantially increased over the previous year, in part due to the grants received. £5466 will be carried forward but is ear-marked for spending although the bills have not yet been received.
Village assets have been devalued by 10%, as normal, but there has been the addition of Morrisons Meadow onto the register bringing the total to £35061.
