	Mesdames Lord and Graham-Roe offered apologies, they both have prejudicial interests in the item for discussion  so felt it unnecessary to attend.

	Contact has been made with CDC by both SB and the Clerk to establish procedures relating to the carrying out of independent risk assessments. It is hoped to make contact with a consultancy company in Leeds. Tyro Training of Skipton are following up the same query made by the Clerk and the H&S Executive could be requested to attend the site – it was felt that this could be free.
SB visited NY Highways to query the question of access to Morrisons meadow. The matter was discussed fully with 3 officers who foresaw no problems regarding access but added  that it would be looked at fully when planning is submitted. It was also considered by them that there would be no requirement for fencing from their point of view in view of the intended use of the field as a green area where children could play an informal football game. Such a view was justified by many examples of similar type village fields in similar locations throughout the area. SB has been contacted subsequent to his visit with an offer to put the views in writing.

YLCA has suggested that By-laws can be down-loaded from a home office web site and following adaptation be submitted to the Sec of State for approval. Additionally CDC can be contacted for a copy of existing by-laws in the area. It was also recommended that the Police be kept informed as it is they who enforce said laws.

SB confirmed to the Cllrs that the YLCA adviser had stated that the existing questionnaire was totally valid despite it having been compiled by someone who had declared a prejudicial interest. A Cllr is entitled to assist the PC provided that member does not remain in the room during the meetings.

A discussion relating to whether the wording was unbiased or not ensued and whether responses should have been more expansive.

A further point that had been raised by a concerned resident of Church Rd concerning his spreading of human waste on the remaining agricultural section of the field had been addressed by SB. It had been made clear that the unlicensed spreading of human waste on fields is not lawful and should therefore not take place. It also raised the question of whether animal slurry should be spread near to housing if it could be viewed as harmful to children.

Literature has been ordered from Sports England.
It was PROPOSED by PL that Savage Crangle be employed by the Parish Council to act on its behalf in the purchase of Morrisons Meadow from Mr Blake Morrison. 
The proposal was seconded by RH. All in favour.
It was suggested that no further action be taken at this time relating to planning, rather that the PC awaits confirmation that the purchase has gone through. This was agreed to by all.

It was PROPOSED by SB that the clerk be authorised to purchase the appropriate number of site plans from the OS and that she be authorised to respond as necessary to any questions submitted by the Solicitors relating to the purchase of the land.

Seconded RH. All in favour.
The meeting closed at 7.25p.m.
