	To receive an update on the web site 
	Cllrs, having been informed by Mr S Magee at the August PC meeting immediately prior to his resignation from the PC, that Mr D Magee would have little interest in or time for his continued up-keep of the village web site realised that there would have to be a change of host.

Mr D Magee had been contacted by SB several times, at first during July, with a request to provide necessary information to allow him and Mr Hardaker to access the site to learn how to modify it. This subsequently highlighted the unfortunate situation that Mr Magee had registered the village owned and purchased domain name in his own name not that of the PC.

Mr Deveney of Skipton Web had been contacted to take over the site hosting and redevelopment of same with a view to linking it to Skipton’s web site. On the village’s behalf Mr Deveney had secured 2 suitable alternative domain names and was happy to do this free of charge.
SB PROPOSED that the Parish Council terminates its web association with Mr Magee and takes up the name of thorntonincraven.co.uk. This was seconded by MGR, all Cllrs were in favour

Mr Deveny was thanked for his valued input and left the meeting.

Mr Hardaker has shown considerable interest in the building and operating of the web site but was concerned that he was becoming overly involved in the situation. Cllrs agreed that help and input in the running of the village was to the good of the community and should be encouraged.

	Cllrs were in receipt of a letter form Mrs Halstead voicing concerns she had relating to narrow access ways, diminished light and visual nuisance.

All aspects were discussed in full, SB had made a site visit upon the request of Mrs Halstead and reported on same to Cllrs.

Following the deliberations it was agreed that a decision of No Comment must be put forward.

SB declared an interest in this item due to his capacity of Governor of the School.

Condition 7 relates to the use of the field being solely for the use of pupils and staff of the school. In an extreme scenario this could mean that visiting teams would not be able to use the field and that parents would not be permitted to attend sports day.

Governors were therefore requesting that the scope of use be widened to include use of the field by pupils of the school, staff, parents and visiting teams.
Cllrs were in favour of this so agreed a decision of No Comment.
